All medi-
cations remaining will be dis-
carded. 

 
In preparation for next school 
year: Please see your primary 
healthcare provider over the 
summer to have new medication 
permission slips and emergency 
plans completed.  If your child 
has asthma, epilepsy, diabetes, 
severe allergies or other health 
conditions that may require an 
emergency response plan, make 

sure you talk to your healthcare 
provider about this so that we can 
provide a safe and healthy school 
environment for your child. 

 
If your child will require medication 
during school hours, make sure the 
medications are in the original pre-
scription bottles.  A pharmacist can 
help you divide your medications 
into separate bottles.   We require 
that parents or guardians drop off 
and pick up medications from 
school. 

 
If your child has asthma, make sure 
your child has an inhaler, spacer, 
peak flow meter, and nebulizer 
medicine/pipe/mask and tubing if 
needed. The school does have a 

nebulizer machine available for use. 
  
Students with diabetes must supply 
their own snacks, testing equip-
ment and emergency medications.   

 
If you have any questions, please 
call.  There will be entrance confer-
encing for Rippleside students prior 
to the start of school.  This is the
