1) Choir takes place during Homeroom so students in Choir will have Homeroom every other day for the full year.

2) Students in Band will have Physical Education all year; the classes are held on alternating days during the same
hour.

3} Students #or in Band or Choir are required to take a quarter of Music Exploration. See the course description for
additional details regarding this class.

4) We try to place students in all the elective(s) they request. Please know this is not always possible due to class sizes
and layout of courses.

5) Throughout the year, students struggling academically may be placed in a smaller, structured homeroom per teacher
recommendation for a period of time in order to receive more individualized assistance.
